The Mohawk College Community Choir has become one of Hamilton’s finest choral
ensembles. Founded by Patricia Rolston in 1968 to participate in the opening of the college’s
Fennel Campus, the choir has grown into a 75 member semi-professional college/community
choral society with singers from all walks of life who have their vocal talent and love of choral
music in common. The ensemble performs a large variety of music — from chamber music to
the greatest large scale works in the choral repertoire, often with orchestral accompaniment.

‘The
Mohawk College Community Choir has also collaborated with the McMaster University Choir
and full orchestra performing Brahms’ Ein Deutsches Requien, Haydn’s Lord Nelson Mass and
Vaughan  Williams®  Dona  Nobis  Pacem.

Holler is the founding music director of the Mercredi Musique String
Chamber Ensemble & Chorus and has conducted the Peninsula
Orchestra and the Niagara Children’s Chorus. He has been a guest
conductor with the Westminster Community Orchestra and assistant
conductor with the Lawrenceville Community Orchestra in New
Jersey. As well as teaching private music lessons in the Niagara area,
Mz. Holler is the assistant otganist at St. Julia’s Church and is very
active as a tenor soloist and accompanist. As a tenor soloist, Mr.
Holler has performed with York University’s Professional Opera
Training Workshop, and had leading roles in Summer Opera Lyric
Theatre’s 2005 presentations of Mozart’s The Magic Flute and Haydn’s 1/
mondo della luna. Mr. Holler has appeared in several solo and chamber
music concerts with the Niagara International Chamber Music Festival
in Niagara-on-the-Lake and continues to perform recitals in the
Niagara tegion. In Hamilton, he has directed the McMaster University
Choir and is currently the music director of the Mohawk College
Community Choir. In the fall of 2010, Mr. Holler began working on
his Doctorate of Musical Arts in Choral Conducting at the University
of Toronto with Dr. Hilary Apfelstadt. He is the conductor for the
Faculty of Music's Men’s Chorus, and conducted the Toronto
Mendelssohn Choir and Elora Festival Singers in their first
Conductor's Symposium under the direction of Noel Edison. In June
of 2012, Mr. Holler began his latest appointment as Artistic Director
of Fanshawe Chorus London and The Gerald Fagan Singers in
London, ON.
